Sondela Tambuki Bushcamp
We visited this camp over the Easter Weekend and it was quite a surprise as when we booked we asked for the best stand and the most quite one at that.
That is exactly what we got. For reference stand number 1 in my opinion is the best site.
 This site is situated behind the rest of the group of stands which numbers 4 but all these stands are close to each other, ideal for groups though.
Ablutions is nicely laid out with open walls at the top  and just a chain with a sign that says occupied.
The Donkey takes quite a while to heat the water due to a minor design error which can be easily fixed.
Wood for the Donkey is supplied by the resort.
I did not use that wood for my own fire but saw the other campers do.So on Monday morning all the wood was finished. They had to go and buy some more.
I did not use the showers at all I used my Caravan shower as the re-fill tap was quite close and easy to refill my tanks  but quite a distance to the other stand unless you have a long hose you will not have a problem.
The view from our stand was very nice as the photos will show.
You can drive around the farm at your leisure to view game.
The Bush Camp is 7 km from the main Camp and we experienced quietness beyond belief especially when everybody left on Monday morning .
We did not even lock up the caravan when we left to drive around. There is no persons walking around the site  I left my small generator running for quite a while and we got back it was actually still there.!
